best. The income and givings that the church has received do not cover our expenses. During
the month of July we were able to barely make payroll and were not able to pay the insurance bill
of $7,200. We are operating at a deficit. The insurance company is willing to set us up on a pay-
ment plan, but they expect us to pay $2,000 a month with the expectation at the end of this year,
we will pay another $7,200. With our current monthly income, we will have a difficult time staying
current with their payment schedule.

Please help support your church through prayer and giving and make every effort to participate in
the New Beginnings program. Together let's make Beneva a beacon of outreach in our commu-
nity as it once was, and as Christ continues to call us to do.
